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Consider no treatment as warts may resolve spontaneously





Refer to Dermatology Specialist Nurse Community Clinic or Dermatology Children’s Specialist Nurse Community Clinic depending on age for consideration of cryotherapy.


Patients must be aged 6 and over





Daily self treatment with topical wart paints for at least 3 months.


Consider using duct tape if topical paints not working


Treatment of benign skin lesions, with no risk of malignancy or infection, is considered to be cosmetic and should not normally be referred


GP to only refer if warts are of a size / location which causes significant functional problems.











Refer to Secondary Care if





a) Diagnostic doubt





b) Immunocompromised patients who are often resistant to treatment and at risk from potential malignancy
