IMMEDIATE REFERRAL
Chemical Injury 
· Presentation: Pain/(Red)/Photophobic/Epiphora/Blurred Vision 
· Causes: Acid or Alkali? 
· Diagnosis: Do not postpone irrigation 
· Management: Immediate irrigation then to A&E / Eye Casualty
REFERRAL WITHIN 12 HOURS 
Hyphaema 
· Presentation: Blurred vision 
· Causes: Trauma  Bleeding diathesis  Leukaemia 
· Diagnosis: Usually after blunt trauma Visible fluid level in the eye 
· Management: Refer to eye casualty If able to make decision, advise about how to stop anticoagulation 
· Monitor IOP Dilate pupil Topical steroids Bed rest 
REFERRAL WITHIN 24 HOURS 
Corneal Abrasion / Foreign Body 
· Presentation: Pain/Red/Photophobic/Epiphora/Blurred Vision 
· Causes: Trauma 
· Diagnosis: History of grinding/welding Fluoroscein and blue light Visible FB 
· Management: Chloramphenicol ointment QDS 7/7 (abrasion) Removal of FB if present
