


Patient pathway for management of absent IUD/IUS  threads
Patient reports absent IUD/ IUS threads


Reassure, encourage digital self-exam post menstruation or monthly if amenorrhoeic


Threads present

Threads absent
Speculum examination




Refer to Obstetrics or BPAS
Pregnancy test positive
Exclude pregnancy; consider emergency contraception / alternative contraception




Advise no unprotected sex until device location known


USS Report IUD/IUS
NOT SEEN
Refer to Diagnostic Ultrasound Coventry (DUC) using e-referrals system.
Speculum examination

USS Report IUD/S correctly positioned in utero



Abdominal and pelvic X-ray to exclude perforation
(if Clinically indicated)

USS Report IUD/S Located in abdominal cavity / perforated
Client wishes to continue method

Attempt removal in surgery if competent 
Contraception required      Refer to       ISHS Service    for removal 
Complete clinical incident report Copy to GP LES Facilitator

Refer to secondary care for removal
AXR Report IUD / IUS Located in abdominal cavity
Assume expelled Reassure  Discuss contraceptive needs
AXR Report IUD/IUS NOT SEEN
Device expired or client requests removal
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
